Mentoring:

LINKnet provide one-to-one mentoring for education, employment and personal

development. There is a drop-in service every day from 10 am - 4 pm that provides _ n’N Knet—
short-term support on employability and education (e.g., CV building, job application, Bty ol ey e

interview, etc.). Booking for a session in advance is recommended to avoid
disappointment.

Volunteering:
Job seekers who do not have UK work experience will be invited to volunteer with LINKnet or with partner
organisations to get work experience. They will be requested to work 2 — 3 days per week.

English Classes:

Group English classes are offered at beginner-to-intermediate and intermediate-to-advanced levels. Classes focus
on improving practical language skills for employability, further education, and life in the UK. From December there
will be online teaching.
